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I".Fr wish your problems could just disappear? Well, one problem with HEMTT A4
trucks that rolled off the line between Mar 10 and 3 Aug 12 and all FLS Al tucks
produced before 3 Aug 12 is about to do just that. Vanish!

A production issue caused 4 cab wiring hamess to rob against a grease fitting on the
steering column of these HEMTT A4 and PLS Al trucks. That contact can lead to a
damaged wiring hamess, including sparking of exposed wires or shearing of the wires.
But the good news is, steering and other safety-related functions aren’t affected.

More good news is that Oshkosh Corporation will inspect and modify suspect trucks.
In fact, Oshkosh will provide the required parts and labor to cormrect this problem
it mo cost to units. The repair work will inclode removing and disposing of the
problem gresse fitting, installing a plug to fll the opening, end adding two half-inch
wide cable ties.
